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God Almighty created the children of Adam for one
thing, which is that they worship Him, as many acts
of worship that it is their duty to adhere to were
imposed upon them, and Islam made five acts of
worship that are its pillars without which a person
cannot be a Muslim, and prayer is the second pillar
of the pillars. Islam, and the boundary between
Islam and exit from it, and it was imposed on
Muslims on the night of the Isra and Mi’raj in the
heavens, and when it was first imposed, fifty
prayers per day and night, until God eased his
servants and made them five prayers per day and
.night
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A Muslim can learn about prayer more by defining
prayer linguistically and idiomatically, as prayer in
Arabic is a name given to supplication for good, and
the people of knowledge define it as supplication in
general, and it is a specific worship that Muslims
perform with specific words and actions and specific
and specific movements, the beginning and end of
which is takbeer By submission, and because of the
importance of prayer, it was imposed in the
heavens, and God - Glory be to Him, the Most High -
mentioned it in the Noble Qur’an in more than sixty
.places

The Messenger of God - may God’s prayers and
peace be upon him - taught Muslims how to
perform the correct prayer, and the prayer is that
the Muslim gets up to perform it at the beginning of
its time after the call to prayer, perform ablution



and purify, face the Qiblah, say the lhram takbeer,
then place his right hand on his left hand above his
chest, and recite Surah in prayer Al-Fatihah and
whatever is easy for him from the Qur’an, then he
kneels and says Glory be to my Lord the Great, then
he rises and prostrates and says Glory be to my Lord
the Most High, and this matter is repeated
.according to the number of units of prayer
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It is necessary for the servant’s prayer to stem from
the depths of his heart, and to express the depth of
his faith in God. Adherence to it is a win in this
world and the hereafter, and the servant obtains
with it the reward, reward, and a high rank, and

prayer is a tool in which the Muslim controls his
limbs, organizes his time, and disciplines himself
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
