Monitoring the conditions of financial and population inflation, and the progress of society directly. e

Knowing and estimating unemployment rates and illiteracy rates among the population. e
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The population census data is considered to contribute to an understanding of the social, economic and demographic conditions in the
societies in which this population lives, which results in a positive impact on the population and the entire country. Moreover, these
data have several types and are as follows:[3]



.Baseline data: It includes age, gender, and marital status e

.Household data: it relates to the size and composition of families and the number of individuals in them e

.Social data: It is represented in understanding the interconnected social situation among the population e

.Educational data: It includes knowledge of information related to educational attainment and literacy e

.Biological data: It consists in collecting information on births and deaths directly o

Economic data: It includes the number of the workforce, the name of the job, the place of work, and the industry in .employment e
Geographical data: It consists of collecting information about the place of residence, place of birth, and length of stay, in addition to
immigration information.
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The population census goes through a number of stages to reach a numerical value that shows and clarifies the population, starting
from planning and accessing all information related to the population until publishing the results through the official government of
the state, where these stages are as follows:[2]

Planning: This is the first stage of the population census, as it works to produce an idea that facilitates the census process, and reaches e
the entire population at the lowest costs and great speed.

Statistics: where the population is counted through the use of forms forms that were distributed and filled out by the population, or e
sending employees to conduct interviews with the population, or an electronic census.

Information collection: It aims to collect information by counting the population, knowing the number of males, females and the elderly, e
as well as knowing the number of births and deaths and all data related to them.



Processing the results: This is an important stage of the population census, as the information obtained is arranged, organized and e
archived in a systematic way, and this is done in written records or through government digital applications.

Publication of results: It is the last stage of the population census, so that the results of the population number are published through o
official government websites, as this information can be made accessible to everyone and is not confidential.
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Despite the many advantages and advantages that can be obtained from the population census, there are some disadvantages that result
when conducting a population census, which are as follows:[2]

The population census is considered to be of high cost, when it is based on the old methods of population census. e

Waste of time, as the census takes a long time due to the vastness of the country and population, in addition to it requires manpowerto e
collect the original data.

The occurrence of some errors, due to the failure of some of the population to respond to the census, or errors in measurement. e

Inaccuracy of information due to inaccurate definition of statistical units, in addition to the personal bias of those in charge of the census o
process.
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The subject of the population census in English is one of the important topics that move away from traditional statistics that waste a
lot of time and effort. It contributes to the knowledge of unemployment rates and rates, and the prevalence of illiteracy among the
citizens.
